A very Good Afternoon to all of you. 
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We have assembled here to bid farewell to Justice Rajnish 

Bhatnagar, on the occasion of his retirement as he completes an illustrious 

career on the bench.  

 
Justice Bhatnagar was born on 14th June, 1962. He graduated in 

Bachelor of Science from University of Delhi in the year 1983. Thereafter, 

he enrolled in the LL.B. course at the Campus Law Centre, Delhi 

University and completed it in the year 1987. In the same year, he was 

enrolled as an Advocate with the Bar Council of Delhi and started 

practising before different foras. During his practice spanning over 13 

years, Justice Bhatnagar handled both Civil and Criminal matters and 

appeared extensively before various forums in Delhi. Despite having an 

active practice, Justice Bhatnagar could not shed his inclination towards 

the bench and on 26th May, 2000, he joined Delhi Higher Judicial Service 

and with that began his judicial journey. During his time as a Judge in the 

District Courts of Delhi, he presided over various Civil and Criminal 

Courts including as the Principal District & Sessions Judge of North-West 

District, Rohini Courts, Delhi for a period of over three years. On 27th  

May, 2019, he was elevated as a Permanent Judge of this Court and ever 

since, he has been serving on the bench of this Court.  
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As a Judge of this Court, Justice Bhatnagar presided over various 

important jurisdictions and contributed immensely to the administration of 

justice. He brought immense judicial experience on the bench owing to his 

long career in the district judiciary and the same reflected in his judicial 

approach. A deep understanding of the nature of litigation and litigants 

before the courts of first instance or the Trial Courts is an asset for a Judge, 

irrespective of his place in the judicial hierarchy. It certainly helps in the 

development of an inclusive judicial philosophy. In his approach towards 

the law, Justice Bhatnagar never leaned in favour of rigidity and in fact, 

observed that legal decisions must not be based on a mechanical or 

mathematical understanding of the letter of law, as they affect lives and 

livelihoods. As a Judge, he displayed great compassion, empathy and 

sensitivity, which reflected well from his observations in a case involving 

death of a student of IIT, Delhi. Speaking for the Court, he urged the 

faculty and staff of the institution to conduct suitable counselling of the 

students to make them understand that a lot could be achieved in life 

without succumbing to performance stress. A crucial observation indeed in 

the times we live.
